Minutes

The format for both meetings were similar and summarized below.

· Mary Homan welcomed everyone and introduced guest speakers Rich Brasch, Wenck Associates and Katherine Pekarek-Scott, MPCA and encouraged questions to be asked as they arose.

· Katherine Pekarek-Scott presented information on TMDL’s process to increase participants understanding.

· Rich Brasch, Wenck Associates, presented the concerns in the Lac qui Parle and Yellow Bank watershed and explained what needs to be completed to proceed.

· Mary Homan invited participants to help by being on a stakeholder group that will meet approximately 6-8 times in the next 2 years.  They were encouraged to complete the comment form.
· Discussion included the following questions:

Canby questions-Do Minnesota and South Dakota both have TMDL requirements and which takes precedence when watershed straddles stateline?
What is private individuals responsibility regarding an impaired water they live on (Cabin, golf course, farmer etc.)?

If there is a question, what should we as citizen do?  Who do we go to?

The water at Del Clark was like pea soup this year that was caused by algae bloom, but what caused it and will it continue?

Has there been or will there be monitoring on Del Clark Lake?

Comments included that the last 4 years big snowbanks were covered with lots of silt and as they melted lakes were milky and it carried lots of nutrients into lakes.  

The Dawson Dam was removed this fall and it will be interesting to see what effect it will have on monitoring data as well as effect on hydrology.

What’s the time frame for delisting?

The data chart does this include collection from all months?

Was Ten Mile creel designated a trout fishery at one time?

How does our water impact the Minnesota River TMDL?
